Dressing Rooms will be allocated to each ensemble at the rehearsal on the day. If students are in more than
one ensemble or choir, they should go to the dressing room of the group that is performing first. All second half
performers will listen to the first half of the concert from reserved seats in the Upper Circle. First half performers
will take these seats in the second half. All students should take advantage of the opportunity to watch and
listen to their fellow musicians. In the unlikely event of a student having to leave the concert at the interval,
please advise the conductor IN WRITING before the day of the concert.

AT THE END OF THE CONCERT

FIRST HALF PERFORMERS will be dismissed into the lower foyer of the theatre for collection by parents.
SECOND HALF PERFORMERS will return to their dressing room after the concert and will then be dismissed
via the Stage Door.
