Once children with
Statements of Special Educational Need have been admitted
to the school then places are allocated in accordance with the
following oversubscription rules:

I Children in Care.

2 Children living within the catchment area of the school at
the time of entry (contact the school or check the councils
website for information on the catchment area)

3 Siblings of children who will still be in attendance at the
Bedgrove Infant and Junior School on the date of admission.

4 Children with exceptional medical or social needs supported
by written evidence, from a doctor, social worker, education
welfare officer or other appropriate person.

5 Prior to the year in which a child becomes five, they are
attending the nursery class at Bedgrove Infant School.

6 Once the above criteria have been applied, then any further
places will be awarded according to the distance between
the family’s normal home address and the school’s nearest
entrance gate, closest first.

Where a school can accommodate some but not all children
qualifying within one of the above criteria, priority will be given to
pupils having regard to the subsequent criteria. This means that if
a ‘tiebreaker’ is needed with a particular rule, then the next rule is
applied to those applicants.

When it is essential to choose between 2 or more children who
appear to satisfy categories |-4, then a preference will apply to
children who are practising Roman Catholics and have a sibling
who are attending St Edward’s (or our linked Infant School, St
